Qualifications

e Demonstrated proficiency in Chinese at the Intermediate High level according to
ACTFL standards.

e Enjoy being outdoors, especially during the summer, and to share a passion for

outdoor activities.

Must be at least 18 years of age (16 to work as an aide).

Experience mentoring or supervising high-school students.

Good judgment and a strong moral and ethical code.

Ability to act in stressful situations.

Evidence of sound leadership skills.

Multitasking abilities.

Valid First Aid and CPR Certificates are a plus, but not required.

Excellent communication and interpersonal skills.

Must be creative and energetic.

Driver’s license with clean driving record of three years is not required, but

preferred.

Job Description

e First and foremost, you will be responsible for keeping campers safe.

e Second in importance, you will be required to share your excitement and interest
in the Chinese language and culture, while immersing campers in the language.

e Working with other camp staff members to plan, design, and coordinate camp
events.

e Work with other camp staff to design language plans.

Encourage students through positive feedback to stay immersive.

e Monitoring campers to ensure compliance with camp rules and prevent
accidents.
Make sure that all campers properly use camp facilities and equipment.
Reporting and recording details of incidents, such as accidents or rule violations,
to camp staff.
Participating in staff meetings.
There is funding available for Wilderness First Aid certification.

Essential Functions The summer staff counselors and aides are to provide a leadership
role in an overnight camp program. They are also expected to engage the campers with
the target language as much as possible. Counselors should express a true love and
appreciation for outdoors and the environment, and be able to work in an outdoor
environment for long periods of time. Staff members are positive, caring role models
who help campers grow and learn through challenges. They must have the ability to lift
and carry equipment up to 35 pounds. (cooler, program equipment, etc), have the ability
to observe and assess camper safety in all situations, and maintain high energy levels
and enthusiasm for prolonged periods throughout the day. All staff members must be
able to complete orientation and training, and complete a background check prior to the
start of camp. The counselor should seek to understand the campers he/she works with
and use the uniqueness of the camp setting and program to help fulfill the mission. Our
mission is to help students further develop their passions for the Chinese language and
the environment in a caring and adventurous setting.

Counselors will need to arrive at Sewanee on June 14th. There will be a leadership
training planned to suit the counselors’ schedule.
